Tetraspanins have been involved in fETFEMK: & 0.15% ProClin300 BAfE5I, 100 ug/mL &1
diverse processes such as cell activation and proliferation, adhesion and motility, EAREM 50%H MAVEA T MR,
differentiation, and cancer. Altered TSPAN1 expression has been associated with the
progression in some neoplasms including hepatocellular carcinoma, colorectal, gastric and
breast cancers.
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
