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This gene encodes a glycosyl-phosphatidylinositol (GPI)-linked cell surface glycoprotein that fEFEEM: BREIZHE -20°CTEE—F, #RR SRR,
plays a role in neutrophil activation. The protein can bind platelet endothelial cell adhesion fETFEMK: & 0.15% ProClin300 BAfE5I, 100 ug/mL &1
molecule-1 and function in neutrophil transmigration. Mutations in this gene are associated EAREM 50%H MAVEA T MR,

with myeloproliferative diseases. Over-expression of this gene has been found in patients with
polycythemia rubra vera. Autoantibodies against the protein may result in pulmonary
transfusion reactions, and it may be involved in Wegener's granulomatosis.
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
